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 “Code Orange”– Forensics Takes It All....Again 
 As these words ring out through 
Blessed Sacrament Huguenot’s campus, 
one should not be surprised to see various 
students quickly hiding under desks, 
sprinting desperately around corners, or 
ducking behind an unusually tall friend -all 
in order to avoid forensics sponsor, Mrs. 
Sara Rogers-Unetic.  This fear, in conjunc-
tion with the expert coaching provided by 
Mrs. Frances Broaddus-Crutchfield, is 
what has led Blessed Sacrament Hugue-
not’s forensics team to victory for fifteen 
consecutive years. 

 The forensics team is comprised 
of a variety of students ranging from start-
ers on the football team to seasoned thes-
pians.  All of these students come together 
under the leadership of Mrs. Rogers-
Unetic and Mrs. Crutchfield to prepare 
public speaking selections for the annual 
forensics competition among AVA 
(Association of Virginia Academics) 
schools.  Students compete in a variety of 
categories including humorous poetry, 
serious prose, original oratory, dual oral 
interpretation, and many others.  In the 

weeks prior to competition, members of 
the forensics team must practice, memo-
rize, and in some cases write their selec-
tions.  If a student fails to do so in a timely 
manner, he or she must suffer the wrath of 
Mrs. Rogers or Mrs. Crutchfield.  For 
those of us who procrastinate, the process 
is doubly terrifying. 

 Nevertheless, the time spent writ-
ing, memorizing, or simply running away 
from Mrs. Rogers is worthwhile on the day 
of competition. As competitors boarded 
the bus on March 27 at 6:00 A.M.; some of 
us were confident while some still hunched 
over selections desperately trying to 
memorize them before arriving at South-
ampton Academy.  As competitors arrive 
in their respective rooms, students begin 
asking one another familiar questions, 
“What’s your selection titled?”  “Have you 
been in this category before?”  “What time 
did you have to get up this morning?”  
During each other person’s performance, 
we (HOPE) pray that a competitor will 
forget a line or two, mispronounce a word, 
or even stutter.  Unfortunately, this seldom 

happens.  Regardless, BSH students are 
certainly ready for the competition.  

After waiting for several hours 
that seem to never end, the judges finally 
return with the results. For category after 
category, on both the novice and varsity 
levels, BSH students are called up for hav-
ing placed first, second, or third in his or 
her category.  During applause, many stu-
dents peek over  Mrs. Rogers’s shoulder as 
she tallies up points.  It comes as no sur-
prise when it is announced that Blessed 
Sacrament Huguenot has won again- first 
place overall taking home not only the 
James T. Davidson Award for highest 
number of quality points but also the J. 
Barrye Wall Memorial Award for highest 
total points- this for the 15th consecutive 
year.  The victory is always attributed to 
the dedication and leadership of Mrs. Sara 
Rogers-Unetic and Mrs. Frances Broaddus 
Crutchfield and perhaps, most greatly, to 
the fear of Mrs. Rogers as she walks about 
the campus searching for her next victim-
i.e. competitor.
